Every year, on the fourth Sunday of Easter, the lectionary passages for
the day include a gospel account that emphasizes Jesus as the good
shepherd. The fourth Sunday in Eastertide is therefore often designated
as “Good Shepherd Sunday.” In both the Old and New Testaments, God
is frequently identified as a faithful shepherd to his people. This Sunday
is a fitting time to reflect on Jesus as one who knows and loves his flock
with persistence and devotion.

Today at 4:00 p.m., the Duke Vespers Ensemble will present Dietrich
Buxtehude’s rarely performed oratorio Membra Jesu Nostri. This oratorio
is a 17th-century masterwork constructed of seven cantatas, each dedi-
cated to one of “the most holy limbs of our suffering Jesus.” A profes-
sional orchestra of period instruments will join the Vespers Ensemble.
As a complement to the music, Chapel Music has commissioned original
artwork from artist Robyn Sand Anderson. These works are inspired by
the text and music of the oratorio and will be displayed in the Chapel
before the performance.
