Today we celebrate Pentecost, often known as the church’s “birthday.”
The name Pentecost comes from the Greek for “fiftieth day.” Its origins
relate to the Jewish harvest festival of Shavuot, which commemorates
God’s giving of the law on Mt. Sinai. Pentecost marks the day when the
Holy Spirit descended on the disciples in Jerusalem fifty days after Easter.
We celebrate today with a children’s procession.




At the close of today’s service, the Lord’s Supper will be celebrated
in the Memorial Chapel located to the left of the chancel.
Immediately following the Lord’s Supper, a service of prayer for healing
will be held. The service consists of prayers for healing and wholeness,
with anointing and laying on of hands. All are invited.

The congregation is asked to remain silent
during the prelude as a time of prayer and meditation.
