The season of Lent invites us to learn to walk the way of the cross and reflect on the depths of
human sin even as we turn to our Holy God in praise. The fourth gospel’s account of Jesus’
cleansing of the Temple indicates that sin abounds in the very places where holiness should
be most evident. Jesus’ criticism of the moneychangers is a prophetic act that points out how
money is supposed to serve the cause of promoting faith. In the case of these moneychangers,
they enlisted religious practice for the service of making money at the expense of vulnerable
people. In the passage from 1 Corinthians, Paul contrasts God’s wisdom and human wisdom.
God’s wisdom is found in the message of the cross, which though it is considered foolishness
to those who are perishing, is the power of God to those being saved.

GUEST PREACHER NEXT SUNDAY | Our guest preacher next Sunday will be the Rev. Dr. David
Emmanuel Goatley, a research professor of theology and Black church studies at Duke Divinity
School. At the school, Professor Goatley also serves as director of Office of Black Church Studies

and associate dean for vocational formation and Christian witness. He is a constructive theologian
whose scholarship and practice is at the intersection of missiology, Black Theology, and leadership
strategy. A globally recognized missiologist, he emphasizes cross-cultural experiential learning with
indigenous communities to deepen understanding, broaden horizons, and strengthen Christian
discipleship and leadership formation. He is ordained in the National Baptist Convention, USA, and
serves in leadership capacities with the NAACP, Lott Carey Baptist Foreign Mission Society, and the
Baptist World Alliance and the World Council of Churches.

STUDENT PREACHER MARCH 21 | Duke senior Tatayana Richardson will deliver a sermon on God
helping people find peace in turbulent times, as part of the Chapel’s online worship service at 11:00
a.m. on Sunday, March 21. Richardson, a double major in religion and African American studies,
has been selected to be this year’s Duke Chapel Student Preacher.

ONLINE ORGAN RECITAL MARCH 21 | Duke University Organist Dr. Robert Parkins will present
a recital on the Chapel’s Flentrop organ via livestream on Sunday, March 21, at 4:00 p.m. The
program, "J.S. Bach and His Legacy," will feature eighteenth- and nineteenth-century German organ
works, written or inspired by Bach.
