In today’s lesson from 1 Thessalonians, followers of Christ are encouraged 
to be children of light, and to be people who are awake in hope and love. 
Judgment is a term we rarely associate with freedom, but in Matthew’s 
parable of the talents, the master has harsh judgment for the slave who 
hoarded his coin rather than risk investment and growth. Sometimes 
judgment calls us to honest reflection and frees us to be a people who 
take risks for the growth and flourishing of the kingdom.
