	 “Raising of the Son of the Widow of Nain,” by James Tissot (1836–1902)

In this morning’s Gospel passage, we see Jesus displaying an early 
revelation of his divine power. With his heart full of compassion for a 
widow who has just lost her only son, Jesus commands the dead man to 
be raised to life. This miracle echoes Elijah’s prayer to raise the widow of 
Zarephath’s son, and points to Jesus as the living fulfillment of messianic 
prophecy. It is this living Lord Jesus who dramatically encounters Paul 
on the road to Damascus, converting a zealous persecutor of the church 
into one of its most influential missionaries.



The congregation is invited to reflect silently during the prelude as a time of prayer 
and meditation. The Chapel welcomes families with children. If at any time during 
the service your child needs a place for active play, please know there is a nursery in the 
Chapel basement.

Today’s Guest Choir—The Southwest Virginia Children’s Choir was 
established in 2003 and was co-founded by Mrs. Wrenda Fuller, now-retired 
music educator from Russell County, along with Dr. Joseph Trivette, Chair of 
the Music Program at Southwest Virginia Community College. The Children’s 
Choir performs highly successful concerts each December as “The Singing 
Christmas Tree,” which is presented not only for the public but also for the 
students of several area elementary schools. Each spring the Choir participates 
in a clinic and concert with internationally acclaimed guest conductors. The 
Children’s Choir was chosen to perform at the Virginia Music Educators’ 
Association Conference in Norfolk in 2005, and received a standing ovation 
at this same event at the Homestead in 2013. On their tour this semester 
the Children’s Choir will also visit the North Carolina Zoo and will sing the 
National Anthem for the professional baseball team, the Winston-Salem Dash. 
This is their third visit to perform at Duke Chapel.

New Album—Chapel Organist Christopher Jacobson has released a new 
album “The Aeolian Organ at Duke University Chapel,” which features the 
Chapel’s Kathleen Upton Byrns McClendon Organ. The recording, published 
by the Dutch classical music label Pentatone, includes symphonic compositions 
transcribed for organ, such as Jean Sibelius’ “Finlandia,” as well as popular 
tunes including “Londonderry Air” from “O Danny Boy.”
