	 “Martha and Mary,” by the Jesus MAFA Community, Cameroon.

The words of Scripture challenge us to see how much the word of 
God shapes our ethic and turns us away from our self-interest. In this 
morning’s Old Testament passage, the prophet Amos records God’s 
judgment against those who exploit the poor. In the Gospel passage, 
Martha is invited to suspend her busyness and sit at the feet of Jesus. In 
Paul’s letter to the Colossians, we learn of the supremacy of Christ. Jesus 
is declared to be both Lord of the universe and the living Word of God, 
who invites us into personal relationship with him.



The congregation is invited to reflect silently during the prelude as a time of prayer 
and meditation. The Chapel welcomes families with children. If at any time during 
the service your child needs a place for active play, please know there is a nursery in the 
Chapel basement.

Changes to Parking at Duke Chapel

The Bryan Center Parking Garage (PGIV) has begun a new parking 
system. Sunday morning parking will continue to be free until 1:30 
p.m. but will require each driver to take a ticket upon entry to the 

garage and to authenticate it at a pay station available on each 
pedestrian-entry floor (levels 2 and 3) prior to exiting the garage.

Please plan to arrive early on upcoming Sundays as our community 
becomes acquainted with the new system. For those who worship 

regularly at the Chapel, free QR code cards will be available to allow 
Sunday morning entry and exit. Cards are available at the attendant’s 

desk in the nave near the main entrance of the Chapel.

If you plan to stay past 1:30 p.m. and do not have a Duke parking 
permit, then please park on levels 4 and 5. Your ticket upon arrival/

QR code card will ensure free parking up until 1:30 p.m. You will then 
have to pay the difference after that time at the pay station on level 3 

before you exit.
