	 “The Rich Man and Lazarus,” by the Jesus MAFA Community, Cameroon

This morning’s Scripture readings warn of the snares of earthly riches. In 
Luke’s Gospel, Jesus tells the story of a rich man who ignores the plight 
of Lazarus, who is sick and impoverished. Both men eventually die, and 
while Lazarus receives comfort, the rich man is tormented. The rich 
man is told that he will receive no mercy, and those still alive are warned 
that if the teachings of the Law and the prophets are ignored, then not 
even Jesus rising from the dead will be enough to change their hearts. 
Likewise, the apostle Paul urges us to set our hopes on Christ alone and 
to be rich in good works, generous, and ready to share.

Prayers for the Week

This morning we celebrate the Department of Economics and its commitment to train 
students to understand how individuals and societies choose to employ scarce resources 
to produce commodities and to distribute them for consumption.
In Durham, we remember those who are taking part in local elections, especially those 
who as candidates participate in public debate and discussion.

We make mistakes. We fail in our responsibilities. We do not live as God 
would have us live.  In other words, we are sinful people. And from our 
earliest days, we are separated from God and in need of reconciliation. 
But our sins do not need to hold us in bondage or keep us from God, 
because in the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ we find 
forgiveness and new life. The realities of our sinfulness and forgiveness 
are articulated in our prayer of confession and words of assurance. Our 
confession demonstrates our dependence on God and constant need for 
grace in order to become like Jesus. In the prayer of confession, we tell 
the truth about ourselves; in the words of assurance, we hear the greatest 
truth of God’s love and mercy. This truth-telling is followed by peace, 
which is symbolized in our greeting one another with the phrase “The 
peace of Christ be with you.”
