Today’s Flowers—Flowers for today’s worship service are given to the glory

Today’s Offering—All of today’s cash offerings and undesignated checks 
will be used to support our Mission of the Month. The Society of St. Andrew 
works with volunteers to rescue produce that is left in fields after harvest and 
what produce distributors are not able to sell. The organization then distributes 
this produce to local food pantries, soup kitchens, and food banks. In 2015, 
SoSA worked with 11,250 volunteers to share more than 11 million servings 
of produce to hungry people in North Carolina. Donations to the Society of 
St. Andrew help pay for freight of large loads of produce from distributors and 
help cover the cost of coordinating gleanings. More information is available 
at endhunger.org.

Today’s Guest Preacher—Today we are pleased to welcome the Rev. Dr. 
Cheryl Bridges Johns as the Howard C. Wilkinson Distinguished Guest 
Preacher. Rev. Dr. Bridges Johns is Professor of Discipleship & Christian 
Formation at the Pentecostal Theological Seminary in Cleveland, Tennessee. 
Her work has included several creation care initiatives—including “Scientists 
and Evangelicals Initiative on the Care of Creation”—and she has been actively 
involved in numerous ecumenical initiatives. Her published works include 
Pentecostal Formation: A Pedagogy Among the Oppressed and Finding Eternal Treasures 
(Wipf & Stock Pub, 2010). She is co-pastor of the New Covenant Church 
of God, a church she and her husband, Jackie, planted in 1989. She holds a 
B.A. from Lee College (1975), an M.A. from Wheaton College (1976) and a 
Ph.D. from Southern Baptist Theological Seminary (1987).

Today’s Guest Choir—Today we welcome the Choir of Men and Boys from 
Trinity Episcopal Cathedral, Columbia, South Carolina. In addition to singing 
for the service this morning, they will also sing Choral Evensong in the Chapel 
this afternoon at 4:00 p.m. Drawn from Columbia and throughout South 
Carolina the choir consists of boy trebles, grades 3–8.  They are supported by 
a team of professional men and former choristers who tour and record with 
them regularly.  The choir last toured to Duke Chapel in 2010.
