They do not understand this but 
instead continue to argue about who is the greatest among themselves. While 
pointing to the example of a child, Jesus declares that "whoever wants to be 
first must be last of all and servant of all." Whoever welcomes a child in the 
name of Jesus welcomes Jesus himself. It is not through ambition or self 
promotion, but by welcoming the lowly, that followers of Jesus orient their 
hearts toward him.

TODAY'S GUEST PREACHER | Today's Clevus F. and Lilla Hawkins Boyles 
distinguished guest preacher is the Rev. Dr. Lillian Daniel. Dr. Daniel is 
a preacher, teacher and writer in Iowa. While she has taught preaching at 
a number of schools, including Chicago Theological Seminary and Yale 
Divinity School, she can’t be held responsible for everyone who falls asleep 
in church. Her book, Tired of Apologizing for a Church I Don't Belong To, has 
generated international conversation about the changing religious landscape. 
It continues the theme of her 2013 book When ‘Spiritual But Not Religious’ Is 
Not Enough about the growing number of people who claim "none" as their 
religious preference. Dr. Daniel has spoken at the National Cathedral, Kings 
College, London, and Queen’s College, Ontario, but on Sundays you can find 
her preaching at First Congregational Church in Dubuque, Iowa.
